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TERMS &  CONDITIONS
STALLS
Each full site is approximately 2m x 1.5m- BYO Market Set-
up. HALF spaces (0.75 x 1.5m) are on a shared communal 
table (a lovely Shambles Brewery fixture). If you do not have 
your own trestle table we may have a few available upon 
request or can recommend suppliers. Stall-holders may not 
display their wares beyond their designated site.

We encourage individual stallholders to make their stall as 
inventive and visually appealing as possible. Please contact 
us if you require advice or assistance. 

SET UP TIME (EXACT TIMES TBC)
• 10.30am ‘Shambles Brewery’ will be open for vendors 

to set up (‘Shambles Brewery’ commences regular trade 
from 12 midday onwards)

• 11.45pm stall-holders to be fully set up 

• 12pm ‘CUCKoO Artisan Market’ will open for trading

• 4pm the market finishes – stall-holders are NOT to pack 
up before this time 

• 5pm site needs to be cleared 

If a stall-holder is late or unable to trade, they should notify 
the management team by 11am at the latest. If a stall-holder 
does not arrive by 12.30pm, they may lose their site. 

ALLOCATION OF SITES
Sites will be allocated based on availability, appearance and 
product distribution. If a stall-holder withdraws, a reallocation 
will be made by selection from a waiting list. A stall left 
vacant by late arrival or absence of a stall-holder may be 
occupied by another at our discretion

PAYMENT OF FEES
To secure your place, stall-holders must agree to pay in-full 
within 14 days of receiving their invoice. Failure to pay may 
result in cancellation. When paying your fees please ensure 
you add your invoce number. NO REFUNDS other than if the 
market is cancelled by us.

ENVIRONMENT AND WASTE
We do our best to ensure that the market area is in a clean 
and tidy state when you arrive. We hope to hand over the 
space in the same manner we found it. Please try to reduce 
waste and use recycled materials where possible. At the 
conclusion of the market, after packing up your stall, please     
give your area a general tidy-up and remove all waste. 

PARKING
‘Shambles Brewery’ has no on-site parking available. There 
is plenty of street parking available nearby, and once stall-
holders have unloaded their wares they are kindly requested 
to remove their vehicle to allow customers a place to park.

FACILITIES
There are toilets on-site. There are no fitting rooms.

The closest ATM is at ‘Shell service station’ on Elizabeth 
Street. Stall-holders are encouraged to offer paypal or credit 
card transactions where possible in addition to cash. 

VALUABLES
Money and valuables are the exhibitors own responsibility. 
It is recommended that you wear a bag or similar to store all 
your money. Don’t forget to bring a float with appropriate 
change.

CANCELLATION
There are no refunds on stall fees for any reason.

FOOD PERMITS
Stall-holders selling food MUST have a current food permit 
issued by Hobart City Council. Please attach a copy of your 
current permit to your form to avoid later issues. 

INSURANCE
Public liability is insured by the host  ‘Shambles Brewery’. 

However, this does not include product insurance. Please 
note:that if a claim is made against an individual stall-holder 
for loss or damage howsoever arising you will not be covered 
by the host’s insurance. 

This includes loss or damage arising out of weather 
conditions, product theft or the cancellation of the event. 
Fees are non- refundable.
